Worn tools used during 
production have left behind metal burrs on the chain links. 
This leads to premature wear on the chain.

solution
Make sure that you have installed the latest version of the 
camshaft adjusters. The manufacturer has replaced the 
camshaft adjusters which have the OE number  
03C 109 088 E. The manufacturer explicitly states that the 
new version must be installed.

Attention]
Afterwards, carry out a system update of the engine control 
unit to ensure that the engine runs properly!
