Diagnosis:
Whistling noises from the operational area 
of the v-ribbed belt

Possible cause of damage:
The over-running alternator pulley is faulty.

Remedy:
With DENSO alternators, depending on the 
vehicle manufacturer, the original over-
running pulley should be replaced with a 
modifi ed INA over-running alternator pulley 
(see image 1).

INA also offers an over-running alternator
pulley for vehicles fi tted with a VALEO 
alternator. As there is very little visible
difference between the two over-running
pulleys, pay close attention to the 
distinguishing features (see image 3).

Recommendation:
As part of the diagnostic and repair 
procedure, check the entire control 
assembly and auxiliary drive system; if 
necessary, also replace the timing belt 
and v-ribbed belt as well as the tensioner 
and defl ecting pulleys.
